WOULD YOU LIKE TO HELP A FAMILY FOR CHRISTMAS??  Here 
is an opportunity to help at Christmastime by preparing a HOLIDAY 
FOOD BASKET for a needy family. These are families that are CCSA 
clients but not adopted in the ADOPT-A-FAMILY Christmas Program. 
Each year many of our supporters make undesignated donors to 
CCSA. A holiday food basket is a simple and easy way to make a 
donation to the agency. This is also an alternative for our supporters 
instead of to adopting a family for the Christmas Program.  
 
This is a project where you or your group can be individual and 
creative as you create your food basket. The basket can be made up 
from a combination of non-perishable foods. A grocery gift card can 
be added to help the family enjoy the meat of their choice or other 
perishable items. The basket should contain enough food to feed 4-6 
people and prepared with holiday oriented items. The non-perishable 
foods can be sweet potatoes, cranberries, canned vegetables, 
canned fruit, stuffing mix, packaged mashed potatoes, and non-
perishable goods for baking or preparing holiday treats and desserts. 
You can use a wicker or plastic laundry basket or even a sturdy 
cardboard box.  IF YOU INCLUDE  A GROCERY GIFT CARD, 
PLEASE BE SURE TO WRAP IN UP AND SECURE IT WITHIN THE 
FOOD BASKET SO IT DOESN’T GET LOST.  
 
Once you have assembled your basket it should be delivered to the 
CCSA Clairemont Service Center at 4167 Rappahannock Avenue, 
San Diego 92117 between December 12th and December 19th for 
distribution to the families.
